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INNOVATOR AWARD HONOUREES

The Honourable William G. Davis

The 18t Premier of Ontario, Davis served from 1971 to 1985 and throughout his term was often
called “The Education Premier”. A strong advocate for youth, he was the Minister of Education
before assuming the top job and initiated important changes to the education system by
making significant strategic investments and updating the school board system. On the
national scene, Davis was one of few premiers that supported repatriating the Constitution. His
negotiations were pivotal in achieving the compromise necessary for passage of the
Constitution in 1982.

Darren Entwistle

Under his leadership, TELUS has nearly doubled in size over the past decade while also
developing a profile that earned TELUS the honour of the Most Outstanding Philanthropic
Corporation from the Association of Fundraising Professionals in 2010. A number of the
community investments that earned TELUS this distinction have been in Science Centres across
Canada, including the Ontario Science Centre. TELUS is committed to making the future friendly
by working with Science Centres to improve the quality of and access to science and technology
education nationally.
